Auckland International Airport Limited - Annual Aircraft Noise Contours
The attached Annual Aircraft Noise Contours (AANCs) have been produced by Auckland International Airport Limited (Auckland Airport) to meet its obligations under Condition 10B of Designation 231 – Auckland International Airport: Land Use.  
Background
Condition 10B requires AIAL to annually prepare an Ldn 60dBA AANC and Ldn 65dBA AANC for the following twelve months.  This document shows where these AANCs are likely to be in October 2008.
About the contours
Each noise contour is a line on the map that joins points of equal noise exposure.  In the case of the AANCs the noise is measured as the average day/night sound level (Ldn) over a 12 month period.  The contours have been prepared on a base map showing the title boundaries of those properties covered by the noise contours. 

The map also shows the High Aircraft Noise Area (HANA) and Moderate Aircraft Noise Area (MANA) as found in the Manukau District Plan.  The boundaries of the HANA and MANA are defined by where the Ldn 65 dBA and Ldn 60 dBA contours are expected to be around 2030.  
What the contours mean
In summary, this year's AANCs show the following:
· How noise levels predicted for October 2010 are likely to compare to the noise levels expected in 2030.  Aircraft movements will be managed so that these contour limits are never breached.
· Where acoustic treatment packages will be offered in the near future. Under the Manukau District Plan, Auckland Airport is required to offer acoustic treatment to the owners of buildings sensitive to aircraft noise that were built or consented prior to 10 December 2001, when the Ldn 60 dBA and Ldn 65 dBA line reaches the property.  Such a building is called an “Activity Sensitive to Aircraft Noise” (ASAN).  An ASAN is defined as including “household units, minor household units, pre-school/education facilities, schools, other educational facilities, child care centers and other care centers, residential centers, hospitals, other health care facilities, rest homes and other homes for the aged”.  For the latest set of AANCs the Ldn 60 dBA and Ldn 65 dBA line is slightly wider and longer than the 2009 AANCs.  Offers to owners relating to the 2010 AANCs will be made in April 2010.  Auckland Airport will contact those eligible to be offered acoustic treatment.  There is no need for affected parties to contact us at this stage.
